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RULES OF NINE BALL POCKET BILLIARDS

The game being played to determine the sanctioned national champions at the 1983 National Pool Classi
NINE BALL. It is being played on four and one-half-foot by nine-foot tables under the double eliminal
format. This means that when a player has lost two matches, he or she is eliminated from competition.
pairing charts in this program show how the players are matched against each other.

Nine Ball was chosen as the NPCA's championship game because of its fast and exciting action. Nine Ba
simple to follow for the spectator and demands great skill by the player.

HEAD

The game is played with the object balls numbered one through nine. They are racked in a diamond sh
with the number one object ball on the foot spot and the number nine object ball in the center of the diamc
To determine the start of the game, the contestants lag the cue ball from the head of the table to the foot
and the contestant's ball returning closest to the head rail determines the first break.

From this point the shooter must always strike the lowest numbered object ball on the table first and r
continue shooting if any balls are scored as a result of a good hit. The object of the game is to legally poc
the nine ball, thus being declared the winner.

When the shooting player commits a foul such as scratching the gue ballin a pocket or not striking the lov
numbered ball with the cue ball and causing a ball to contact a rail, the incoming opponent receives the
ball in hand and may start play from any position on the table.
